         Eco Insights: Environment CSP 
                       Recycling: Some items that cannot be recycled and why 

 

Recycling saves resources and energy, reduces pollution, and minimizes landfill waste. Too often 
people put things into recycle bins that cannot be recycled, making the processing of legit items 
difficult.  

1. Plastic bags: Please take them to the grocery stores as many have places to put used bags. 
Plastic bags cannot be recycled because they get tangled in recycling equipment, making entire batches unable to be 
processed. Plastic bags are not made of the same plastic resin as plastic bottles and tubs that can be recycled.  

2. Yard waste: This is organic material and contaminates paper, plastic, and metal that gums up sorting machines. Yard 
waste is best composted, mulched, or bagged and picked up for disposal. Please never put yard waste into storm drains.  

3. Food waste and soiled containers: Residues and oils from food and their soiled containers contaminate entire batches 

of recyclable plastic, paper, and metals.
